~The nature of my invention consists in constructing
an ox-bow in two separate parts,.and connecting said
o parts with a ehainyin'the. manner set forth.
*-..A-designiates a section of my yoke. »

B and O are the two parts of tlie bow which pass
through the yoke at the usual angle, and are ferruled
- .at:their Jower ends to prevent them from splitting.

d represents a cliain, one end "of which is confined
to B by:means of a staple, which is driven into B.
The otlier end. of d terminates in an eye-Dbolt, ¢, whick

+ --i8 designed to be inserted-in & hole in the end of C.

TFigure 2 represents the two sides of tht_:’bow broken

g is a crank-shaped device, one end of which enters
a hole in G, and then passes through the eye of bolt e,
By this arrangement the chain ¢ is secured in po-

‘sition, and forms a semi-circle, the concave side of

which will be next to the ox’s neck. . B

In order to keep the crank g in place, ascrew-thread
will be cut on the end that penetrates into C.
- The great adtvantage of my bow consists in the great
facility with which the séparate parts B and € e:in be-
inserted into their respective lioles in the yoke.:

Having thus deseribed my invention,

What I claim, and desire to secme by Letteis Pat-
ent, is— e ‘

The parts B O, formed in-the manner described, in

-combination with the chain d, eye-bolt ¢, and pin g,all

arranged as and for the purpose set forth.
